Protection reminds shoppers of NYS laws that protect con-
sumers so they can make informed decisions about holiday
purchases. To avoid surprises, DCP recommends that con-
sumers carefully review and understand what to look for when
reviewing return and refund policies.

terms and know the policy before you buy”

Around the holidays, gift givers and receivers often change
their minds. According to the National Retail Federation, retail
returns increased significantly last year (16.6% in 2021 vs.
10.6% in 2020) and this year they're expecting more. To help
navigate the busy shopping season, DCP offers the following
tips:

« Pay Attention to Return Policies: NYS law requires

completed. Retailers must provide a written copy of the
store’s return policies when requested.

NYS law does not require retailers to accept returns; how-
ever, they must post a conspicuous notice visible to consum-
ers before the point of sale advising that no returns will be
accepted.

If the retailer does not post a return policy, the law requires
the retailer to accept returns of unused, undamaged mer-
chandise within 30 days of the purchase date, with proof of
purchase, and provide a refund in the form — cash or a credit
- of the consumer's preference.

* Understand the Refund Terms: For retailers that al-
low returns, NYS law does not require refunds to be given in
any specific manner. However, it does require the form of the
refund — cash, credit or exchange — be clearly disclosed in
advance of purchase. Retailers must also disclose any fees
associated with the return. If no fee is listed, shoppers should
inquire whether the store imposes a re-stocking fee for re-
turned merchandise and determine prior to purchase if the
item can be returned for a refund or only store credit.

* Retain Any Proof of Purchase: Consumers should re-
tain receipts in the event a product needs to be returned and
when purchasing gifts, ask if a gift receipt is available.

Consumers having trouble obtaining a store refund are en-
couraged to file a complaint with the NYS DCP.

The NYS DCP provides resources and education mate-
rials to consumers as well as voluntary mediation services
between consumers and businesses. The Consumer Assis-
tance Helpline 1.800.697.1220 is available Monday - Friday
from 8:30 a.m. - 4:30 p.m., excluding state holidays, and con-
sumer complaints can be filed at any time at dos.ny.gov/con-
sumer-protection.

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Herklmer Elementary School brings back school clubs after 2. 5-year absence

School clubs returned to
Herkimer Elementary School
this autumn for the first time
since COVID-19 first impact-
ed schools more than two
and a half years ago.

Most of the clubs that
were previously in place are
now up and running again,
and a new one has been add-
ed with a third grade Drama
Club. Despite the gap in club
availability, students jumped
right back into joining clubs,
Herkimer Elementary School
Principal Renee Vogt said.

“Our numbers are high/
Vogt said. “Kids are interest-
ed. The teachers are excited
to bring it back”

Herkimer Elementary
clubs had to stop meeting
after COVID-19 caused
schools to close for in-person
learning during the second
half of the 2019-20 school
year, and clubs stayed out
of commission during the
2020-21 school year with
many COVID regulations in
place. During the 2021-22
school year, many challeng-
ing aspects remained that
caused the clubs to stay
out of operation — including
COVID restrictions still in

place, staffing issues and a
split schedule for the school
day that would have made
club and bus timing harder
to manage, Vogt said.

This school year, the
school is back to an aligned
schedule, and the district
was able to work with Birnie
Bus Service to have two late
buses available for students
staying for clubs, Vogt said.

It was important to bring
clubs back because they are
a valuable aspect of school
and allow students to try out
different interests, Vogt said.

“I'think it's a great thing for
kids to have that opportunity
to experience things that are
above and beyond the aca-
demic day,’ Vogt said.

Elementary school clubs
are available for students in
grades 3 - 5 and are split up
by grade level. The clubs op-
erating this school year are
Art Club 3, Drama Club 3,
Library Club 4, Newspaper/
Social Media Club 4, STEM
Club 3, STEM Club 4, STEM
Club 5, Student Council 5
and Yearbook Club 5.

The schedule for clubs was
spaced out so students can
join multiple clubs. Students

have to keep up on their grades

and work to stay involved.
Clubs meet after school

for about an hour. Most clubs

‘Above and Beyond’

Herkimer fourth grade teacher Amberlyn
Ellinger, who is the advisor for Newspaper/
Social Media Club 4 and STEM Club 3, said
she and the other elementary teachers are
thrilled for students that the clubs are back.

“l don't know who's more excited — the
students or the teachers,’ Ellinger said. “The
longer we can have them here working on

their social skills, the better it is for every-
body”

Ellinger believes involvement in school
clubs is very valuable for students and
strengthening the school community.

“It offers a lot extra collaboration for the
kids and outside opportunities,” Ellinger said.
“It gives them a sense of belonging outside of
the classroom.”

Vogt said clubs such as Student Council
5, Yearbook Club 5, Newspaper/Social Me-
dia Club 4 and Drama Club 3 are also provid-
ing aspects that benefit students not directly
in the clubs.

“A lot of our clubs are in a position to sup-
port the entire student body,” Vogt said.

Another example is that the STEM 5 club
is creating contraptions to help items stay in
storage areas connected to desks, Vogt said.

“It's exciting to me to see kids so excited
about doing something to go above and be-
yond," Vogt said.

Clubs Up and Running

Students are already enjoying the return of
the clubs, Ellinger said, and she has seen it
directly in the two clubs she advises.

Newspaper/Social Media Club 4 students
are aiming to create a newspaper once every
month or two, and the club is great for help-
ing students develop writing skills, Ellinger
said.

“They're very excited,’ Ellinger said. “It's a
small amount of time. They have a lot of ideas
they want to do”

Newspaper/Social Media Club students
also want to interview teachers, generate so-
cial media content, produce videos using a
green screen, develop comic strips based on

the “Give Respect, Get Respect” theme for
the school this year and more, Ellinger said.

STEM Club 3 students have enjoyed activ-
ities such as a challenge to see which group
could build the tallest towers using candy
corn pumpkins and Popsicle sticks, Ellinger
said.

“All 1 did was give them the supplies and
the idea, and they had to figure out the rest,’
she said.

Another early activity was painting with
Q-tips as an alternative form of art, Ellinger
said, and students also learn about respon-
sibility.

“They like to get messy, but they have to
clean it up, and that's not a problem for them.
Making a mess is also making them learn, so
I'm okay with it she said. “There’s definitely
a lot of peer interaction and team-building”

Mary Kline recently received
an Outstanding Educa-
tor Award at the Genesis
Group's annual Celebration
of Education.

As Kline nears 44 years at
Herkimer BOCES in January
20283 and retirement in June
20283, she reflected on go-
ing to college with plans to
become a reading teacher,
starting out doing substitute
teaching, working as a teach-
er aide, joining Herkimer
BOCES as a migrant tutor
in January 1979, becoming
the migrant coordinator and
taking on additional admin-
istrative roles over the years.

Kline said she is happy
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with the path her career took. She has enjoyed the job be-
cause her involvement with multiple programs provided her
with a variety of experiences and kept each day feeling unique.

“You have so many different programs to work with, and
they all help people — which I like," she said.

Kline received the Outstanding Educator Award on Nov.

Outstanding Educator

When Kline was first notified by Herkimer BOCES Dis-
trict Superintendent Sandra Sherwood that she won the Out-
standing Educator Award, it felt “sort of humbling,’ she said.

was working as a teacher aide in the former llion Central
School District, when the Herkimer BOCES migrant coordi-
nator was in her graduate class and mentioned a migrant tu-
tor opportunity. Kline accepted the position in January 1979,
and it turned into a 44-year career at Herkimer BOCES.

Later on, Kline became the new migrant coordinator.
Through her involvement with an Even Start Program grant
that dealt with various aspects of education from early child-
hood to adult, doors opened for her to take on administrative
duties in those areas. She added the Adult Practical Nurs-
ing Program and other aspects and the position continued
to have shifts in responsibilities over the years leading to her
current title of director of adult, early childhood and outreach
education.

After all of that experience, Kline enjoyed the Genesis
Group’s awards ceremony because she was joined by her
husband, son, daughter-in-law and some Herkimer BOCES
board members and administrators.

“It was humbling because there were some very significant
educators who were also recognized,” she said. “The Hall of
Distinction and Distinguished Service Awards recipients —
they were truly lifelong educators who did amazing work!

Kline said she appreciates that the Genesis Group puts on
the Celebration of Education every year.

Herkimer BOCES Director of Special Education and Alter-
native Education Roberta Matthews and Herkimer BOCES
Assistant Superintendent of Instructional Services Kati Fer-
guson nominated Kline for the award for her leadership and
devotion.

“Her title does not capture the enormity of her role at Her-
kimer BOCES and how valuable she is in supporting not only
the students of the Herkimer region but also students in over
14 New York State counties,” Matthews and Ferguson wrote
in the nomination letter. “Mary has implemented countless
new initiatives and educational programs for our region, in-
cluding a very successful migrant education program, pre-kin-
dergarten programs housed in five school districts, support
services for students who are homeless, adult and continuing
education programming and a nursing preparation program.”

Her License Practical Nursing program was specifically
designed to be flexible and responsive to the obstacles re-
turning adult students often face, and she was able to secure
more than $1 million in outside funding in tuition support for
these students and successfully facilitated the graduation of
622 licensed practical nurses since 2010, Matthews and Fer-
guson wrote.

Kline is also instrumental in securing the Literacy Zone
funding for the area. It provides literacy support for residents
16 and older who would like help accessing services to im-
prove their literacy skills or to receive assistance with over-
coming barriers that may prevent them from being successful,
Matthews and Ferguson wrote.

The Eastern Regional Migrant Education Tutorial and Sup-
port Services Program overseen by Kline covers more than
11,458 square miles of territory across 14 counties, after
Kline grew the program from serving five counties when she
started.

“In addition to leading this monumental program, Mary is
also intimately involved with each of the migrant staff and
families,” Matthews and Ferguson wrote. “Mary knows many
of the families by name and can share with you the progress
they have made. Regardless of the type of support needed,
a family in need does not go unnoticed. An example is when
her office transforms into Santa’s workshop during the holi-
day season.”

How to prepare for a child’s first hunting trip

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Growing orchids

Do you admire orchids from afar but hav-
en't considered growing them or gifting them
to a plant lover you know? Sure, they're a
pretty plant, but orchids have a reputation as
being difficult to grow.

When you think of orchids, do you picture
a climate-controlled greenhouse devoted to a
collection of beautiful but fussy plants? The
truth is, orchids can be grown as easily as
any other houseplant. All it takes is a little

the flowers have faded, you aren't alone.

Moth orchids aren't particularly expensive,
so many people consider them a temporary
houseplant, to be replaced once the flowers
are gone. After all, that's what we do with cut
flowers. But if you give them a chance, you
can enjoy their flowers for years to come.

While your first inclination may be to select
the plant with the most flowers, think again.
Choose an orchid with many buds. Even
small buds will develop into flowers, giving
you an extended bloom time with flowering
lasting weeks, sometimes months.

When the last of the flowers have finally fad-
ed, you may be tempted to cut the stem back,
but wait. As long as the stem of a moth orchid
is green, it may produce additional buds.

Once the stem begins to turn brown and
die on its own, cut it back to where it meets
the leaves so that the plant can use its re-
sources to grow and rebloom. During this
time, continue to care for the orchid as usual.

Like any houseplant, an orchid will thrive
in conditions it favors. Moth orchids prefer
temperatures between 65° - 75° F along with
bright, indirect sunlight. A grow light also can
be used. Orchids are potted in moss or bark
rather than potting soil. If repotting, use a
similar media.

Water as needed. Depending on grow-
ing conditions, that may be weekly or less
frequently. Some moth orchids come with
instructions to water using ice cubes. While
convenient, if the ice contacts the roots or fo-
liage, damage may occur.

A better method is to use room tempera-
ture water when the moss is dry. Give the
orchid a good watering, letting excess wa-
ter drain from the pot. Allowing the moss to
remain too wet can result in damage to the
roots.

Fertilizer can be beneficial, but over fer-
tilizing can burn leaves and roots. An orchid
fertilizer can be used according to directions
on the package. Alternatively, a urea-free
houseplant fertilizer can be used either at half
strength once a month when watering or at
one-quarter strength each watering.

When your moth orchid is ready to re-
bloom, it will send up a green stalk that points
upward and has a more pointed tip than the
paler, rounded end roots. Soon you'll see
buds develop and then the main event, flow-
ers.

The next time you're tempted by the fancy
floral display of an orchid, give it a chance.
Bring it home. With a little TLC it will bloom
again and again for years to come.

Moth orchids do best when placed in a location with bright, indirect sunlight and tem-

peratures between 652 and 754

* Turn on headlights whenever windshield
wipers are on. NYS law makes this mandatory.

* Do not exceed the speed limit and always
adjust speed to the road conditions

* Do not drive during ice or snowstorms un-

The free
travel information system is acces-
sible 24 hours per day by calling
511 or visiting 511NY.org. The
service provides real-time traffic
conditions and links to information
about air, rail and transit services.
The 511NY website features
a winter travel advisory system,
with real-time travel reports
and a color-coded map indi-
cating which state roads are
snow-covered, ice-covered,
wet, dry or closed to help driv-
ers determine if travel is advis-
able. The system provides up-
dated snow and ice conditions
for interstates and other heav-
ily traveled roads as reported
by snowplow operators.
